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1.1 Expandable 44ft Trailer

Main components

An Expandable 44ft Trailer is a semi-trailer with hydraulically extendable sections (segments),
allowing the volume to be increased approximately 2x. The Expandable 44ft Trailer has 8
walls whose panels can be chosen by the customer. One has a choice of door panels, glass

walls, stairs and closed panels.

Buzzer

The buzzer of the leveling system emits a signal once the leveling procedure of the
Expandable 44ft Trailer has been successfully completed. At that moment, the trailer is
level in both directions.

Valve Manifolds for the Slide-outs

These valve manifolds control the inward and outward movement of the slide-outs once
one of the corresponding buttons on the remote control have been pressed. (See
"Remote control Expandable 44ft Trailer on page 1").

Valve for the Hydraulic Lift Cylinder

This valve controls the inward and outward movement of the piston rod in a hydraulic lift
cylinder once one of the corresponding buttons on the remote control have been
pressed.

Pressure Gauge

The pressure in the hydraulic system can be read on the pressure gauge when one or
more cylinders are being operated, such as those for the slide-outs or the lift cylinders.
Hydraulic Control Cabinet

The coils, which are operated via the remote control, are energised through the control
cabinet.

Hydraulic Pump

The hydraulic pump converts mechanical energy into hydraulic power. By pressurising
and directing hydraulic oil through an energised valve within a closed system, the piston
rod will begin to move.

Charging fuse, pump fuse, and control cabinet

These fuses protect the charging system, the hydraulic pump, and the control cabinet
against electrical overload.

DC-DC Converter

A DC-DC converter converts direct current (DC) from one voltage level to another. The

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DC-DC converter regulates the charging voltage to a maximum of 28 V and limits the

charging current to 17 A.
9. Trickle Charger
The trickle charger maintains the charge of both 12 V batteries when the Expandable

44ft Trailer is connected to shore power and has been disconnected from the tractor
unit.

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1.1.2 Commissioning and Preparing for Transport

To prepare the Expandable 44ft Trailer for use or for transport, both the remote control and
the buttons on the Expandable 44ft Trailer, as well as the air control valve for the air sus-
pension, are used. Normally, these buttons and the air control valve are operated when the
tractor unit is coupled and the air system is connected to the tractor unit. However, it is also
possible to use these buttons and the air control valve when the air supply in the air tanks is
sufficient, even when the tractor unit is not coupled.

If the air suspension control valve is turned clockwise, the air pressure in the air bellows
is released. As a result, the Expandable 44ft Trailer lowers at the rear. When the valve is
turned fully anticlockwise, the pressure in the bellows increases and the rear of the
trailer rises. This only works when there is sufficient air pressure in the tanks. If neces-
sary, couple the tractor unit. When the air suspension control valve is set to the mid-pos-
ition, the Expandable 441t Trailer returns to the preset ride height.

3. Service Brake Button
When the button is pushed IN, the service brake is released. When the button is pulled
OUT, the service brake is applied.

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1.1.3 Accessories and Batteries

The Expandable 44ft Trailer is equipped with a wireless system for commissioning and pre-
paring the trailer for transport. This system uses a remote control and a receiver with an addi-
tional antenna. A spare remote control is also included on board.
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1. Antenna 4. Outrigger Plates
2. Remote Control Receiver 5. Batteries
3. Remote Control 6. Battery Master Switch

Expandable B.V. strongly recommends using the supplied outrigger plates when preparing
the Expandable 44ft Trailer for use.

1. These distribute the pressure of the outriggers over a larger surface area and reduce the
risk of damage to the ground.

2. ltisimportant that the ground is sufficiently load-bearing to prevent the trailer from sink-
ing.

3. Once the battery master switch has been turned to the “ON” position, the 24 V hydraulic
system becomes active.

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1.1.4 Shore Power Connection

The power supply for all 240 V accessories (such as lighting, sockets) is provided via the
shore power connection. The extension cable required for this connection is stored in the left-
rear storage compartment beneath the Expandable 44ft Trailer floor.

1.1.5 Key Safe

The Expandable 44ft Trailer is equipped with a key safe. It is located beneath the flap at the
front of the Expandable 44ft Trailer (see "Fig. 1-5"). The key safe is protected with a con-
figurable code. The keys for the access doors can be stored inside the key safe so that they
can always be kept close to the Expandable 44ft Trailer.

Through the 15-pin socket, the Expandable 44ft Trailer’s basic lighting - such as indicators,
tail lights, brake lights, rear fog light, and earth connection - is connected to the tractor unit.

@ 7-pin Socket

The 7-pin ABS socket has the primary function of ensuring that the tractor unit and the
Expandable 44ft Trailer brake evenly.

® NATO Socket

The NATO socket allows the tractor unit to charge the batteries on board the trailer.

@ Red Air Connection (“Emergency Line”)

Through the red air connection (emergency line), the Expandable 44ft Trailer’s air tanks are
supplied with air by the compressor of the tractor unit.

® Yellow Air Connection (“Service Line”)

Through this connection (service line), the braking command is transmitted from the tractor
unit to the Expandable 44ft Trailer by means of air pressure.

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1.1.7 Tire Pressure Monitoring System(TPMS)

This Expandable 44ft Trailer is equipped with an electronic TPMS system. TPMS stands for
Tyre Pressure Monitoring System. In a TPMS installation fitted by Expandable B.V., the
sensor mounted inside the tyre (secured around the rim with a band) continuously measures
both the tyre pressure and temperature. Each sensor transmits a unique wireless signal for its
respective wheel, which can be received by a dedicated TPMS receiver. Several TPMS receiv-
ers are installed at various locations on the Expandable 44ft Trailer to ensure that these sig-
nals can be reliably transmitted to the tractor unit.

®  Mounting Band (for securing the TPMS sensor to the rim)®

The TPMS system used on the Expandable 44ft Trailer complies with UN ECE-R 141 and
ensures that the driver is warned in time if tyre pressure becomes too low. The tractor unit
must, of course, be equipped with a compatible TPMS receiver system. In this way, potential
accidents can be prevented. The TPMS system also has a positive effect on the energy con-
sumption of the tractor unit.

Your Expandable 44ft Trailer uses ZF’s OptiTire system. TPMS increases the safety of the
trailer.

 The tractor unit’s electrical connection to the trailer must be fully operational, as the TPMS receivers on the
trailer rely on a stable power supply.

e The tractor unit must support the communication protocol specified by ZF’s OptiTire system (as applicable to
the vehicle type and model). o } )

e The tractor unit’s onboard display or monitoring system must be configured to show TPMS warnings, pressure
values, and temperature information to the driver. ] o

e Any software updates recommended by the manufacturer should be installed to guarantee full compatibility
with the OptiTire system.

An electronic system monitors components both before and during driving. On electronic con-
trol units (ECUs) with power supply according to ISO 7638, the low tyre pressure/fault indic-
ator light illuminates when the tractor unit’s ignition is switched on. It should extinguish again
once the vehicle combination is in motion. If the indicator light illuminates while driving, this
indicates that the TPMS has detected a fault or low tyre pressure. The symbol for low tyre
pressure or a potential TPMS fault complies with the current version of UN ECE Regulations
R141/121 and appears as follows:

If the warning light illuminates, there is an increased risk of wheel damage while driving. For
electronic systems with a power supply in accordance with ISO 7638, the driver must monitor
the warning symbol each time the tractor unit’s ignition is switched on. The symbol must illu-
minate and then extinguish when the vehicle begins to move (or, if the vehicle is already in
motion, after one second). If the symbol does not illuminate, the warning system may be mal-
functioning and immediate action should be taken. In such a situation, follow the steps below:

If the problem is not resolved, the TPMS must be checked immediately at a service station to
identify and correct the fault(s). Furthermore, Expandable B.V. recommends that the oper-
ation of the TPMS be checked regularly as part of routine maintenance and during scheduled
service intervals of both the tractor unit and the Expandable 44ft Trailer. All work on the TPMS
may only be carried out by authorised personnel.

Safety Device

If the TPMS system is not functioning correctly or becomes inoperative, the Expandable 44ft
Trailer can still be driven, but the tyre pressure will no longer be monitored.

é The ABS spiral cable (ISO 7638) between the tractor unit and the Expandable 44ft Trailer
must always be connected. Check this!

If the TPMS system is not functioning correctly, contact an authorised Expandable B.V.
A service centre as soon as possible. Adjusting or configuring a TPMS without the proper
experience is not possible!!!

The Expandable 44ft Trailer itself is not equipped with a reset function. Resetting must
A therefore be carried out from the tractor unit.

The system consists of two identical units which,
depending on how they are paired, can function either as a transmitter or as a receiver. Both
units are equipped with a cable connection. The cable can be connected to either of the units
and to the control cabinet. When connected in this way, the unit will function as a receiver
once it has been paired with a transmitter (remote control).
