1.1 Expandable 53ft trailer

Main components

A Expandable 53ft trailer is a semi-trailer with hydraulically extendable sections (slide-outs) that
can increase its volume by approximately two times. The Expandable 53ft trailer has eight walls,
the panels of which can be selected by the customer. Options include door panels, glass walls,

stairs, and solid panels.

The underride guard can be folded up, providing access to the storage compartments and the
controls of the hydraulic system.
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1.1.1 Hydraulic and electrical operating system

The hydraulic control equipment and the electrical control systems are located in the left storage
compartment at the right rear side of the Expandable 53ft trailer.

Leveling system alert buzzer
The leveling system buzzer sounds when the leveling procedure has been successfully
completed. At that moment, the Expandable 53ft trailerr is level in both directions.

Slide out valves
These valves control the extension and retraction of the segments when one of the des-
ignated buttons on the remote control is pressed. (See "Remote Control Expandable 53ft
trailer on page 11").

Remote control
The supplied Sistematica remote control is interchangeable with the new remote control
developed by Expandable LLC, which will become available during 2026.

Lift cylinder valve
This valve controls the extension and retraction of the piston rod in a hydraulic lift cylinder
when one of the designated buttons on the remote control is pressed.

Pressure indicator
The pressure gauge shows the hydraulic system pressure when one or more cylinders are
in operation.

Hydraulic control box
The control box energizes the solenoids, which are operated by the remote control.
Hydraulic pump
The hydraulic pump converts mechanical power into hydraulic force by pressurizing and
moving hydraulic fluid through a valve in a closed system, causing the piston rod to move.
Main fuses (load, pump, and control box

These fuses protect the charging system, the hydraulic pump, and the control box from
electrical overload.

Power converter (DC-DC)

The DC-DC converter adjusts the voltage between 12V and 24V as required.

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10. Trickle charger
The trickle charger keeps both 12V batteries charged when the trailer is connected to shore
power and disconnected from the tractor.
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1.1.2 Setup and Transport Preparation

To prepare the Expandable 53ft trailer for operation or transport, buttons and the air suspension
control valve are used in addition to the remote control. Normally, these buttons and the air con-
trol valve are used when the tractor is connected and the air system is supplied by the tractor.
However, they can also be used when the tractor is disconnected, provided there is sufficient air
pressure in the air tanks.
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1. “Parking Brake” button" 2. Air suspension control valve

1. “Parking Brake” button"
Pressing the button IN releases the parking brake. Pulling the button OUT applies the park-
ing brake.

2. Air suspension control valve
Turning the air control valve clockwise releases air from the air springs, causing the rear of
the Expandable 53ft trailer to lower. Turning the valve fully counterclockwise increases the
air pressure in the air springs, raising the rear of the Expandable 53ft trailer. This only works
if there is sufficient air pressure in the air tanks. If necessary, connect the tractor. When the
air control valve is set to the center position, the Expandable 53ft trailer returns to the pre-
set ride height.
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1.1.3 Accessories and Batteries

The Expandable 53ft trailer is equipped with a wireless system for setup and transport pre-
paration. This system consists of a remote control and a receiver with an additional antenna. A
remote control is stored in the left storage compartment at the right rear side of the Expandable
53ft trailer.

It is strongly recommended to always use the supplied outrigger pads when setting up the
Expandable 53ft trailer for operation.

1. These pads distribute the load of the outriggers over a larger surface area and reduce the
risk of ground damage.

2. ltis important that the ground has sufficient load-bearing capacity to prevent the Expand-
able 53ft trailer from sinking.

3. After the main battery disconnect switch is turned to the “ON” position, the 24V hydraulic
system becomes active.
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1.1.4 Shore Power Connection

During normal operation, the Expandable 53ft trailer is powered via a shore power connection.
The extension cable for this connection is stored in the storage compartment at the left rear,
underneath the Expandable 53ft trailer floor.

The extension cable can be connected to shore power via the connection point at the left rear of
the Expandable 53ft trailer.

1.1.5 Key Lock Box

The Expandable 53ft trailer is equipped with a key safe. It is located under the hatch at the front
of the semi-trailer (see "Image 1-5"). The key safe is secured with an adjustable code. The keys
for the access doors are stored in the key safe, so they are always kept close to the Expandable
53ft trailer.

@ 7-pin electrical socket

The 7-pin electrical socket connects the Expandable 53ft trailer’s basic lighting—such as turn sig-
nals, tail lights, brake lights, and ground—to the tractor.

@ 2- pin electrical socket

Through this 2-pin 12V connector, the batteries are charged from the tractor.

® Emergency air line (Red)

The red air connection (emergency air line) supplies compressed air from the tractor to the
trailer’s air tanks.

@ Service air line (Blue)

This connection transmits the braking command from the tractor to the Expandable 53ft trailer
via compressed air.

As soon
as a button is released, the linked movement stops. The . button can also be used to ter-

minate running processes; however, this is not relevant for the user, as no background pro-
cesses are active.

A The stop button is NOT an emergency stop.

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4.2 Storing your Expandable

We advise users of the Expandable 53ft trailer to temporarily switch off the power if it will remain
on-site for an extended period of time. In this case, this applies only to the Expandable 53ft trailer
itself. All hydraulic equipment can be switched off using the main battery disconnect switch. All
other equipment is powered through shore power. If external devices such as refrigerators or
electronic equipment are connected to the Expandable 53ft trailer, it is the user’s responsibility to
determine whether power to these devices may be switched off.

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6.2 Oil Level

For the hydraulic system to function properly, it is essential that the oil level is always correct. To
ensure an accurate oil level check, the following conditions must be met:

e Connect the "Expandable 53ft trailer to the tractor.

e Ensure that the truck combination is level.

o Ensure that the piston rods of the lift cylinders are retracted. (See "Remote Control Expand-
able 53ft trailer on page 11").

e Ensure that the slide outs are fully retracted.

®m Never use or position a Expandable 53ft trailer on a public road unless it has been con-
firmed that the complete trailer complies with the national road traffic regulations.

®m Read the operator's manual BEFORE a Expandable 53ft trailer is coupled and/or put
into operation.

® Perform the daily inspection BEFORE a Expandable 53ft trailer is coupled and/or put
into operation.

® The truck driver is ALWAYS responsible for the use of the Expandable 53ft trailer.

®  Only maneuver the Expandable 53ft trailer when there are NO people or animals in the
immediate vicinity of moving parts of the tExpandable 53ft trailer.

8.1 Cleaning your Expandable 53ft trailer
